OBSTETRIC MEDICINE UNIT
A High Risk Pregnancy Clinic at Fernandez Hospital was 
started in the year 2001, and evolved over the years into a 
dedicated Obstetric Medicine Unit.  The Obstetric Medicine 
Department coordinates combined clinics with physician, 
endocrinologist, hematologist, rheumatologist and other 
medical and surgical sub-specialists with the obstetrician 
playing the role of a ªCare Coordinatorº and making 
judgements involving the well being of both the mother 
and her fetus, and helping to decide when and how a baby 
should be delivered. 

The Department has now established its credibility and gets 
referrals for the multidisciplinary care of these women.  Because of the increase in the number of high 
risk obstetric referrals, the Hospital is in the process of opening  another Unit in August 2010, comprising 
110 beds exclusively for these parturients.  The new Hospital will have six dedicated ICU beds and 12 HDU 
beds, providing Level III care. Availability of a full-time Obstetric Physician and Critical Care Experts from 
the Anaesthesia Team form the backbone of this Department.

Fernandez Hospital, was the ! rst in the country to get recognized by the National Board of Examinations, 
New Delhi and has four seats every year for the two-year Post-Doctoral Fellowship Programme in High 
Risk Pregnancy and Perinatology.

CRITICAL CARE UNIT 
The Critical Care Unit at Fernandez Hospital is managed by the Prerna Anaesthesia and Critical Care Team. 
Fernandez Hospital is the ! rst to have a dedicated, obstetric anaesthesia and critical care service in the 
State. The team has been providing care and support for over a decade now, to critically ill pregnant 
women a"  icted with various medical and surgical co-morbid obstetric related problems, often requiring 
multi-organ support.

The team works in close liaison with related medical and surgical disciplines in order to provide care for 
these sick mothers. The parallel Departments of Maternal-Fetal Medicine Unit and Neonatal Intensive 
Care Unit, reinforce the comprehensive care rendered to these sick mothers.

The Department was the ! rst in the country to start a Post-Doctoral Fellowship training course in 
Anaesthesia - High Risk Obstetrics. It also runs a regular training and teaching programme for in-house 
anaesthesiologists, obstetrics and gynaecology postgraduates, nurses, anaesthesia postgraduate 
trainees from other hospitals, and for observers coming from across the country and abroad. Clinical Risk 
Management Audit and Mortality Review Meets are a regular part of the academic programmes.
